Eat Your ‘Art Out: Visual Arts Month in the Highlands
Dear Arts Council members,

   The Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands is teaming up with local restaurateur, Maarten Steinkamp, to showcase the work of our members at five popular establishments in the Highlands during the month of October. 
   Through a juried process, artists will have the chance to get their work featured in Aniz, McKecks The Blue Line, Rhubarb, AppleJack’s and Upper Manhattan Grill and Kozy Korner.

   Each restaurant will have its own distinct theme, and Steinkamp will help spread the word through an easy-to-read, colour publication similar to the first The Highlands Menu he released a few months ago. 

   Interested in being a part of this unique opportunity? October is an extremely busy month in the Highlands, and the restaurants are often just as packed as they are in the summer. Not only will you be able to put your work on display for locals and visitors, but if you choose to sell your work, you will receive 100 per cent of the value.
   Work included in Eat Your ‘Art Out will be on display from Friday, Oct. 1 to Sunday, Oct. 31. 

   Below you will find more details about the themes chosen for each establishment, a bit of information about each location and submission details. 

Themes

Aniź – “Artfully Abundant”

   Vibrant artwork that takes a look at some of the finer things in life (health, wealth, peace, happiness, etc.) and focuses on the magic that can be found in the world around us.  

Aniź takes you on a journey to the extraordinary world of Mediterranean fine-dining in Haliburton. Located on Highland Street, Aniz offers both indoor and outdoor dining experiences with a Venetian inspired décor.

Kosy Korner – “Fall Flavours”

   Work in this popular, family restaurant will depict the changes that occur in the Highlands during the fall transformation – capturing the colours, activities and festivals that all help to make the autumn season a truly beautiful one is encouraged. 

   Serving every kind of food a great family restaurant should, The Kosy has been the hub of activity in Haliburton Village for some 75 years and the place people go to meet, greet and eat. 

McKecks The Blue Line – “Classic Haliburton”

   The things that make Haliburton what it is today – great locations, landmarks, nature, important moments in time, historical events, inspirational people, etc. The goal of this theme is to recognize all that makes this community a great destination for tourists to visit and residents to call home. 

   An icon of the Village of Haliburton, McKecks has entered a new era to mark its 24th year with a complete make-over. Ever since, the revamped restaurant has become “the” place to dine and be entertained in the Haliburton Highlands.  

Rhubarb – “Waterways”

   This artistic display will have you going wild about water. With over 600 lakes and other waterways in the Highlands, there’s plenty to go around. Boating, fishing, campfires, canoeing, camping and other pastimes can rekindle great memories from our past and make us feel alive. Pieces in this exhibit don’t have to be limited to waterways in the Highlands; however, they must have water incorporated into them in some way.

    Rhubarb is located at the Silver Eagle Cottage Resort and overlooks Eagle Lake. The name is synonymous with Eagle Lake’s infamous Rhubarb capital claim to fame. Proprietors Christoph Carl and David Adams draw upon 40 years of culinary experience collectively to provide guests with exciting regional food and an innovative wine list. 
Applejack’s and Upper Manhattan– “Skylines”

   Images or other creations that depict, or are interpretations of, skylines in the world's largest cities. Abstract art is preferred. 

Entry Rules:
· Only those with a current Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands membership are eligible to participate in “Eat Your ‘Art Out – Visual Arts Month in the Highlands”.  Your 2010-11 membership fee must accompany your submission.

· Only visual art or fine craft will be accepted.

· Sculptures and other three dimensional pieces will not be accepted for Kosy Korner and AppleJack’s.

· A limit of three pieces per artist, per restaurant, can be entered; however, no more than 10 of those pieces entered will actually be chosen. For example, if an artist entered three pieces for each restaurant, they would have a total of 15 entries.
· All art work must be created by the entrant.
· There is no entry fee, however your 2010-11 Arts Council membership fee must accompany your entry.  ($33.90 for individual members; $67.80 for groups, organizations and businesses).
What to Submit:

· A CD of images of the works being entered (maximum of five images per piece). Each photo must be named to indicate which restaurant it is intended to for (i.e. Aniz-1.JPG).

· Images must be in JPG format
· A list of all images, including the name, size, medium, whether work is for sale, sale price & insurance price (see entry form page 2).

· An artist statement (maximum of 200 words).
· A signed entry form which includes your contact information and gives staff of the Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands permission to contact the artist by phone and/or email.

· Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands membership fee:

· $33.90 ($30 + HST) for individual artists

· $67.80 ($60 + HST) for groups, organizations and businesses

Selection Process:
· A jury will review the submissions and make all final decisions regarding which pieces of art will be included in the show.

· No entry may be withdrawn once it has been selected.

Criteria for Selection:

· How well the work responds to the theme for the restaurant.

· Artistic merit.

· Suitability for display in a restaurant.

For art selected:
· Two dimensional works (or three dimensional works that are to be wall mounted) should be ready to be hung, mounted or framed, and with hanging wire. Works not ready for hanging will not be accepted.
· All work must be ready for submitting. Do not submit work that is wet. 
· Work can be disqualified at the time of hanging if it misrepresents what was depicted on the CD at the time of the jurying process.
· The short write-ups describing the art will accompany pieces that are chosen. 
· The owner of the establishment that the art work is featured in will insure the work (up to a maximum of $500 per piece)
· Should the artist choose to sell their piece, they will be responsible for providing a price.
· Each piece for sale must include a short write-up (of 200 words maximum) describing it.
· The artist grants the Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands the right to photograph accepted works for promotional materials. The artist retains the copyright of the image.
· The artist can choose to have their work for sale or for display purposes only.
· Potential buyers will be put in contact with the artist directly. The artist will be then responsible for negotiating their own sale with the buyer. The artist is responsible for the collection of any sales taxes.
· Sales of art will not be conducted by the staff or management of the restaurants, nor the staff of the Arts Council~Haliburton Highlands.
· Works sold may not be removed from the restaurant until the end of the show.
· The artist (or their designated agent) is responsible for delivering their works to the restaurant and picking their work at the end of the show.

Artists whose work is selected for exhibition will be contacted by phone and given time of delivery.
